"Ecological problems"

Look out the window.  What do you see?  Gray sky, cloudy weather, dirty snow lying near the road.  However, 200 - 300 years ago it was much cleaner.  Moreover, who is the culprit of the pollution?  Of course, person and his activities are culprits.

The problem of environmental pollution is now very much discussed.  All countries of the world are trying to reduce emissions of toxic substances into the atmosphere.  In general, there are three types of environmental pollution: water, air and soil.

Air pollution is the most dangerous type of pollution.  Factories and factories emit huge amounts of smoke, dangerous gases every day.  Even if factories and plants use special filters to purify emissions, they still will not give complete purification.  Forest fires and deforestation are another problem.  Tropical forests, which are now actively cut down for industry, produce about 50% of oxygen, so their deforestation will greatly affect the lives of people.  Fires destroy huge forests every year, and almost all forest fires are caused by human negligence.  Exhaust gases from cars cause great harm to the environment.  How can this problem be solved?  Firstly, find an alternative to car fuel that will not harm the environment.  Secondly, use more bicycles or public transport, because using one bus instead of 60 cars will emit much less harmful substances into the atmosphere.  Thirdly, we must stop deforestation.

Water pollution is also very dangerous for the environment.  Factories and factories dump industrial waste into rivers, lakes, streams, which become poisoned.  For this reason, a huge number of fish and algae die.  Volcanic eruptions or the rotting process of dead animals can also disrupt the natural conditions of the aquatic environment.  When released into water bodies, oil is the most dangerous.  The mineral cannot be completely removed from the water due to its accumulation on the surface.  When entering the oil slick, birds and fish died, the living conditions of which are violated.  The result is a reduction in biological resources, animal migration and disruption of the food chain.

Soil pollution is just as dangerous as air and water pollution.  After using nuclear fuel in nuclear power plants, waste is buried in the ground, because of which the soil becomes contaminated and unsuitable for growing plants and living for animals and people.  People also bury plastic, glass in the ground, and all this decomposes for several centuries!  This problem needs to be resolved.  People have to recycle plastic and glass for reuse.

All types of pollution kill animals and plants.  96% of animal species disappeared due to human fault.  And this statistic makes me very sad.  At this rate, after 500 years, all wild animals on our planet, which are already endangered, may disappear.  And then what kind of animals will we leave to other generations?  Only cats and dogs?  So many beautiful animals are on the verge of extinction and we must preserve them for future generations.
